Highlights
Delve into the historic grandeur of Dubrovnik, known as the “Pearl of

the Adriatic”

Appreciate the sculptures of Ivan Mestrovi¢, of one of the most prominent
Croatian artists of the first half of the 20th century, on a guided tour of
Mestrovi¢ Gallery, located in his former villa in Split.

Swim in secluded coves in the pristine waters of the Adriatic Sea.
Sample local delicacies and some of Croatia’s most famous wines in Korcula.
Marvel at the ruins of Emperor Diocletian’s Palace in Split.

Take guided walks at Plitvice National Park on wooden walkways and bridges
through the magical landscape of cascading waterfalls, picturesque pools, and
lush vegetation.

Moor at or near town centers aboard the yacht Queen Eleganza, with easy
walk-off access to explore independently.

Explore Ljubljana, Slovenia’s charming capital city, and ride gondola-like
pletnas on the remarkably blue waters of Lake Bled.

SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 20
DUBROVNIK

Begin the day with a morning lecture,

then set out on a guided walking tour of
Dubrovnik’s historic Old Town. Known

for its imposing stone walls and signature
red-tiled rooftops, Dubrovnik is one of the
Adriatic’s most iconic cities. Stroll along the
marble-paved Stradun and visit landmarks
such as Onofrio’s Fountain, St. Blaise’s
Church, and the Franciscan Monastery
complex—home to a historic library and
one of the oldest still-operating pharmacies
in Europe, established in 1317.

Enjoy free time in the afternoon to wander
the city’s narrow alleyways, discover hidden
courtyards, or take in the coastal views.
Later, board the Queen Eleganza and settle
into your cabin before gathering for a

welcome reception and dinner.

Adriatic during the Middle Ages. In the late
afternoon, explore Zadar’s Old Town on a
guided walking tour, featuring highlights
such as the Roman Forum and the circular
Church of St. Donat. This evening, gather
on board to toast the journey with a
farewell dinner.

This is a moderately strenuous program that is at times physically
demanding and busy. Participants must be physically fit, active,
and in good health. Daily programs involve walking one to two
miles—through city centers, historic sites, and in museums, where
there may also be extended periods of standing. Participants will
encounter uneven terrain, including dirt and cobblestoned paths,
and must be able to walk at least 20 minutes up and down hills

without stopping. Participants
must be able to stand outside
for up to two hours with limited
shade and no available seating.
All participants will be required
to follow safety/sanitization
protocols set forth by Cornell
University and Criterion Travel,
local staff, and host country
laws. If the tour manager
decides that a participant
cannot visit a site safely or in a
timely manner, their judgment
will be final. Where possible,
an alternate activity may be
suggested; additional costs
may apply.
