The ship does not have an elevator,
so you will need to navigate stairs, possibly while on
choppy seas. You will need to climb into and out of
tenders for two shore excursions (staff and crew will
be on hand to assist). Participants should be fit and
in active good health. Limited medical facilities are
available on board the Sea Cloud /1.
