Discovery: Utah Beach and Sainte-
Meére-Eglise. In the early hours of D-Day,
paratroopers and glider units arrived inland,
tasked with sealing off German access to

the amphibious assault sites. By daybreak,

the second phase began, as infantry and tanks
came ashore on five beaches, codenamed
Utah, Omaha, Gold, Juno and Sword. As

you visit the Musée du Débarquement at Utah
Beach, hear gripping details from your guide
about how the invasion unfolded. Then travel
to the village of Sainte-Mére-Eglise, where U.S.



paratroopers from the 82nd and 101st
Airborne divisions landed and later captured
the town, securing its key crossroads.

Day 6 B|D

Deauville

Free Time: Spend the day exploring on

your own. Head to the Musée d’art moderne
André Malraux in nearby Le Havre to marvel
at works by Monet, Pissaro and Renoir. Staying
in Deauville? Enjoy a pleasant stroll along the
boardwalk or relax at a waterfront café with

a tasty bowl of moules marinieres!

Enrichment: The French Resistance.
Delve into the origins of the Resistance, its
leaders and the heroic efforts of the French
patriots who fought to liberate their country.

This evening, delight in the region’s flavorful
cuisine at a restaurant in Deauville.

75th Anniversary of D-Day

Seventy-five years ago, one of the largest
and most complex military invasions in
history unfolded along a 50-mile stretch

of Normandy’s coastline. It began on D-Day,
June 6, 1944, when more than 160,000
American, British and Canadian forces
arrived by air and sea, landing in German-
occupied territory. Under the command of
General Dwight D. Eisenhower, the Allied
troops faced fierce resistance and sustained
thousands of casualties, but they succeeded
in securing the beaches and marching on

to Paris to free France from German control.
A tactical and psychological blow to Hitler
and his troops, D-Day will be remembered
forever as the moment of World War Il when
the tide began to turn against the Nazis.

Day 7

Arromanches | Omaha Beach |
Normandy American Cemetery |
Pointe du Hoc

Enrichment: D-Day and the Battle

of Normandy. Understand the pivotal role
that Normandy and its citizens played during
this crucial period of the Allied war effort.

Discovery: D-Day and the Battle of
Normandy. In Arromanches, see the site
of one of the offshore mulberry harbors. An
engineering triumph, these floating harbors
were a clever solution that enabled the Allies
to funnel enormous resources into France
to wage war against Hitler.

Break for lunch in Arromanches.

Then, walk along Omaha Beach and reflect
upon the extraordinary bravery of the Allied

landing forces, who valiantly advanced under
devastating fire across the heavily fortified
shoreline to overcome German troops.

In Colleville-sur-Mer, pay a poignant visit to
the Normandy American Cemetery, set on

a beautiful bluff overlooking Omaha Beach,
which contains 9,385 graves of Americans
who died in the invasion and subsequent
battles, as well as a serene memorial garden
honoring those missing in action.

Then, visit Pointe du Hoc, where U.S. Rangers
courageously scaled 100-foot cliffs to destroy
German artillery that posed a threat to troops
coming ashore on the beaches. Learn more
about this treacherous mission from your
guide and go inside the German defensive
emplacement.

Day 8 B|D

Bayeux

Discovery: Bayeux. View the celebrated
Bayeux Tapestry, a masterpiece nearly 230
feet long, vividly embroidered with more than
50 scenes related to the Norman conquest
of England and the Battle of Hastings in
1066. Later, admire the Gothic details of
Bayeux’s Notre Dame Cathedral.

Tonight, cap off your time in Normandy with
a Farewell Reception at the hotel, followed
by a Farewell Dinner in Deauville.

After breakfast, transfer to the Paris airport
for the return flight to your gateway city.4
