Registration packages

The Class of 2019 is offering two packages at an early bird rate:
* Full weekend (Thursday-Sunday): $199 ® Partial weekend (Saturday-Sunday): $190

After May 15, registration increases to $210 for the full weekend and $200 for the partial weekend.

Registration includes continental breakfast every day, our class dinner on Saturday night, late-night (and daytime) food, unlimited
alcoholic and non-alcoholic beverages, a souvenir, and numerous 2019-exclusive and university-wide events. We've highlighted some
key events in the following pages; you can find the full list at alumni.cormnell.edu/reunion.

Headquarters and housing

although we can't make guarantees. Requests must be received by the May 15 early bird deadline to be considered.

Can I register when | get there?

Yes, you can-but there are many advantages to registering in advance, including
lower fees (by May 15), expedited check-in, better chance of getting a room
assignment near friends, and more. Please note: Cash payments will not be
accepted. Check and credit/debit card payments are the only acceptable payment
methods for Reunion purchases.

What's included in the room fee?

The university provides bath towels, wash cloths, soap, hangers, bed linens, a pillow, a water glass, and a daily
towel and wash cloth exchange. Daily housekeeping service is not provided. There is no charge for children who do
not need a bed (sleep in porta-crib, on the floor, etc.) and stay in a parent's room.

When is check-in/check-out?
Check-in begins Thursday at noon and all classmates must check out by noon Sunday.

Can | geta room near my friends?

We can try! We will pre-assign rooms; you may request a roommate during registration, and your group of friends
can fill out a form (will be in the confirmation email) to room near one another. We will do our best to accommodate
your request on a first-come, first-served basis.

What if | need to cancel my housing registration?
Conference and Events Services is happy to offer refunds if you cancel on or before May 24. After this time a refund
may not be possible.

Are there hotel rooms available in Ithaca during Reunion?
