What does the registration fee include?

What's included in the room fee?

The university provides bath towels, wash cloths, soap, hangers, bed linens, a pillow, a water glass, and a

daily towel and wash cloth exchange. Daily housekeeping service is not provided. There is no charge for
children who do not need a bed (sleep in porta-crib, on the floor, etc.) and stay in a parent's room.

When is check-in/check-out?
Check-in begins Thursday at noon and all classmates must check out by noon Sunday.

We can try! We will pre-assign rooms; you may request to room near someone when you
register and we will do our best to accommodate your request on a first-come, first-served basis.
Please note that guests that indicate medical and/or mobility needs will be prioritized.
