We invite you to travel with us to one of the most
mysterious and remote regions on Earth: Patagonia. With
its dramatic Andes peaks, sweeping pampas, secluded
islands, Andean lakes, diverse wildlife, and rich fossil
troves spanning prehistoric creatures to ancient humans,
Patagonia’s vibrant natural history has long captivated
scientists and adventurers alike.

Our journey begins in Santiago, Chile, at the base of the
Andes, where we’ll be joined by Professor Raymond Craib,
The Marie Underhill Noll Professor of History at Cornell

into its more recent history at the Museum of Memory and
Human Rights, commemorating victims of the Pinochet
regime.

A highlight will be a wine-paired
lunch and tour at Kingston Family Vineyards, owned by an
American family for five generations.

Next, we’ll fly to Chiloé, a mist-enshrouded archipelago at
Patagonia’s northern edge, known for its mystical charm.
From the stunning Hotel Refugia Chiloé, perched on a
hilltop with panoramic views of the Pullao wetlands and
Rilan Peninsula, we’ll embark on daily individualized guided
excursions. Here, we’ll discover the interwoven colonial
and indigenous cultures, learning about the traditions,
religions, and myths that shape the region’s farming and
fishing heritage.

From Chiloé, we continue to Puerto Varas, with its
breathtaking lakes, waterfalls, and snowcapped volcanoes,
before heading to Punta Arenas, Chile’s southernmost city
on the Strait of Magellan, across from Tierra del Fuego. The
final leg of our adventure takes us to the heart of Patagonia’s
wild beauty. You'll find comfort and tranquility after hours
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of exhilarating exploration
at the well-appointed
Hotel Las Torres, located
in the heart of Torres

del Paine National Park,

a UNESCO Biosphere
Reserve. Choose your
own adventure: trek
through a national

park, ride horseback

with gauchos across
windswept pampas,

bike through majestic
forests, or navigate by boat
around a glacier-filled lake.

Friday, January 9

We transfer to the airport for a short flight to Castro on
the enchanting island of Chiloé.

Puerto Varas / Punta Arenas

This morning, transfer to Puerto Montt airport for our
flight to Punta Arenas, Chile’s southernmost populated city
located on the Strait of Magellan, across from Tierra del
Fuego. Founded in 1848, in its golden age it served as a port-
of-call for all ships circumnavigating the world. Upon arrival,
we’ll have time for a city tour, where we’ll explore historic

We travel north through expansive Patagonian
pampas to Torres del Paine National Park. On
the way look for guanacos, rheas and condors.
Stop at Estancia Cerro Negro, a traditional
sheep farm where we’ll enjoy a hearty
Patagonian lunch and spend time learning
about rural life and local agriculture. Continue
through stunning landscapes of rolling hills,
vast plains and towering peaks to Hotel Las
Torres, located at the park’s entrance, where
our journey into one of the world’s most
breathtaking natural reserves begins.

Torres del Paine National Park

By far, the most impressive sight in southern
Chile is Torres del Paine National Park, known
as the crown jewel of Patagonia. It was
declared a Biosphere Reserve by UNESCO

in 1978. The dramatic mountain formations WALKING NE*... TO GLACIERS
of towering rock, windswept pampas, ice
fields, and glaciers, make it an impressive

and unforgettable sight. We will explore the
west side of the park one day and the east
side of the park on another day. We look out
for herds of guanacos and rheas, flamingos,
condors, foxes, geese, and black-necked
swans. Lakes and lagoons in hues of blues,
greens, grays and ochres abound. The park is
surrounded by impressive mountains including
the famous Cuernos del Paine (Horns of
Granite), twisted, snow-dusted pillars of grey
granite that rise from the flat Patagonian plain.
The spectacular Torres del Paine (Towers),
giant granite peaks are even more spectacular.
See Grey Glacier and lake with its blue iceberg,
Salto Grande, a glacial waterfall set against
majestic peaks, and many lakes. Hike or ride
horses with an expert guide or simply relax in
the surrounding wilderness. LAS TORRES (28, 2L, 2D)

Optional Pre-Trip Extension
to Easter Island

December 31, 2025-January 5, 2026

After overnighting in Santiago, depart the next morning for
Easter Island (Rapa Nui). Located 2,600 miles west of Santiago
in the South Pacific Ocean, this mysterious island has a visual
impact few places in the world can equal. Hundreds of moais,
tight-lipped basalt statues, are scattered throughout the island.
The extension includes two nights at the Ritz-Carlton Hotel in
Santiago and three nights at the Nayara Hangaroa on Easter
Island, breakfast at Ritz-Carlton Hotel on return, all meals at the
Nayara Hangaroa including wine or beer, daily excursions on
Easter Island, except for the day of departure and all transfers.

University alumni and friends who are interested
in learning about the superb natural areas of
Patagonia and Chiloé Island, the history and
culture of Santiago, and Easter Island (extension).
This is @ moderately active to active program.
Excursions specifically tailors to a passengers’
interests and fitness level. Hikes of different
mileage and duration are offered. Excursions
include trekking, birdwatching, horseback riding,
boat navigation of lakes (southern Patagonia). The
trip takes place during the Southern Hemisphere’s
summer, which brings sunny days. Typically,

the weather is warm in Santiago (low 80s at
noon) and cooler in Chiloé Island and Southern
Patagonia (Torres del Paine, Punta Arenas) where
temperatures average in the high 50s to low 60s
during the day and can drop to the 40s at night.
Easter Island (extension) ranges from 80-68°F.
Sites in Southern Patagonia are usually cool in
the early morning and late evening but can be
sunny with variable temperatures during during
the day. Winds, which can be strong, are frequent
in the southern Patagonia area, and weather is
unpredictable. Since some travel will be in remote
areas, everyone must be flexible concerning time
schedules, weather, and dust. To enjoy this trip,

a spirit of adventure and anticipation and the
desire to explore spectacular natural areas are
musts. There are a couple of relatively long drives,
which are necessary for the chance to explore
the scenery of Patagonia. Travel is by regularly
scheduled jet aircraft, ferry, and motor coach.
